I've

never had anything happen like

this."
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How did the organization
help you achieve your goals?  
 
"It helps having the support of the

program and a caseworker when

you don't have anything else and

feel like you're at the bottom of the

totem pole. It helps you have hope

and see things a little bit

differently. When you are going

through a rough time, you totally

feel like you are all alone, but with

this program I never felt like that

or ashamed." 
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
